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LEADER’S NOTES:

Hey leaders! Remember, you are the GUIDE for conversation, not the teacher. It’s tempting to want to do all the ‘talking’ in the groups, but life groups are designed for students to INTERACT with each other as well as self discover the truth that we find in the Bible! 

CORE QUESTION:
- How can I be a terror to evildoers and set an example for all believers?

CORE THOUGHT:
- Jesus was a terror to evildoers because he walked with authority, challenged the status quo, and was filled with the Holy Spirit. 

KEY SCRIPTURES:
- 1 Timothy 4:12
Don’t let anyone look down on you because you are young, but set an example for the believers in speech, in conduct, in love, in faith, and in purity.

- Ephesians 6:12
For our struggle is NOT against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the SPIRITUAL FORCES OF EVIL in the heavenly realms.










DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:

ICEBREAKER:
- Did you ever do something daring as a kid that resulted in an injury? Would you do it again?

QUESTION 1:
-  Pastor Caleb talked about us being called to be a “terror to evildoers.” What does that mean? What did Jesus do that made him a terror to evildoers? 

QUESTION 2:
- Have a student read Ephesians 6:12. What do you think it means when it says our struggle is "NOT against flesh and blood"? How does this change the way we think about conflicts we face?

QUESTION 3:
- What does it look like to fight against the negative influences/conflicts in our lives (Ephesians 6:12)? 

QUESTION 4:
Have a student read 1 Timothy 4:12. What are some practical ways to set an example for our friends when facing challenges?

QUESTION 5:
- In which of these five areas (speech, conduct, love, faith, purity) do you believe you have the greatest strength? How can you use that strength to set an example for others?

QUESTION 6:
- What area do you feel you need to grow in order to live out this verse fully? What steps can you take this week to grow in that area?

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CORE QUESTION:
- How can I be a terror to evildoers and set an example for all believers?

CORE THOUGHT:

ICEBREAKER:

QUESTION 1:
- How do you react to the prophetic word spoken over your generation about being a terror to evildoer? What does that mean to you personally?

QUESTION 2:
- When you hear the term evildoers who or what do you think of? How does this compare/differ from the spiritual forces mentioned in Ephesians 6:12?

QUESTION 3:
- How do you interpret the phrase “spiritual forces of evil” in Ephesians 6:12? What are some negative influences in your life that might not be immediately visible but still impact you or your friends?

QUESTION 4:
- Read 1 Timothy 4:12. What does it mean to set an example for others in your speech, conduct, love, faith, and purity? How can one person’s actions in these areas influence a whole group of people for good or bad?

QUESTION 5:
- The sermon emphasized that you don’t have to wait to be older to make a difference - What is one step you can take this week to step into the calling God has for you to be an example to all believers?
