QUESTION 1:

QUESTION 2:
- How does knowing that you have authority through Jesus change the way you approach challenges in your life?

QUESTION 3:
- Read John 14:12-14. What do you think it means when Jesus says we will do “even greater things?” What does that look like in your life?

QUESTION 4:
- How does it feel to know that you don’t have to earn your relationship with God? 

QUESTION 5:
- How can you live out the idea that what Jesus has done for you is also available to others? What does it look like to share that gift with those around you?

QUESTION 5:
- How can you take action in your life that aligns with this message? What is one thing you can do this week to step out in faith?

- How does the concept of a covenant deepen your understanding of your relationship with God? How might this understanding affect your commitments in other areas of life?

QUESTION 5:
- How does recognizing that you can’t earn your relationship with God change the way you approach your faith? How can you actively demonstrate that the grace and authority you’ve received from Jesus can be extended to others? 

QUESTION 6:
- How can you cultivate a habit of acting on your faith and living “filled with authority” in everyday situations?
